THIS LESSON: Ainding strip has been sewn to the quilt and a section of each piece has beenleft
unattached from the quilt to prepare for the connecting of the ends. Here are my 14 EASY STEPS.

Step 1 : Pinstrip so the ends are facing in different directida 45degree angleat the point they meet.
Thenpressthe binding stripso this angle is marked with a credsdhe fabric J

Step 2 Make a markshownin circle on photd with a pencil or marking pen on wrong side of fabric on
bottom of stripon the crease linéthe one that touches the quilt topnly.) Do this on both ends of bindingl

STEP 4 : Cut oneinch awayfrom this drawn line with your rotary cutter. Set the ruler tabric as
shownin the phota In a later step, you will cut away the extra seam allowanke.

MORE DETAILS FOR STEP #4:

The quilt top is facing away from you in the photo. Thgndicates the left side of the binding (as it fac
towards you). ThéR)indicates the right side of the binding (as it faces towards you.)

Toensure thatthe seam allowance is on the proper size of gencilline -- from where you will cut- you
canmake a mark where the (X) is shown on the photo. IE: safety pin,draw an Xmark with tape, etc.

X: = CUT ON OPPOSSIBEOF LINE The pencil line is the sewing line. And the seam allowance inche
wide to allow easier handling of th@ocess.
